CHAPLAIN'S CORNER September 2011

It seems that times and people may often be defined by great crises. During the nineteenth century it
was the civil war. The twentieth century had the attack on Pearl Harbor. The defining moment for the
twenty first so far was an event we pause to remember and reflect on this month. Specifically the
terrorist attack on 9/11 2001. Hopefully this will turn out to be the worst incident in many of our
lifetimes. Other crises have also occurred. I remember the Kennedy assassination. Some of the
younger generation do not. Even now on the anniversary of 9/11 we find ourselves in a national
financial crisis. Situations such as these often raise great fear in people. What's going to happen next?
